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10.3 English
a. Introduction

The English language is a global lingua franca and is an appropriate international language for Nepal to be connected with
global community. It is not only the language of international communication but also a language of higher education, mass
media, information and communication technology (ICT), business, tourism, science and medicine. In the context of Nepal,
English is necessary for various purposes. To be specific, our learners need English to participate in classroom interactions; to
study course materials; to read things for pleasure and general information; to gain access to the world body of knowledge; to
read and enjoy a wide range of literary texts; to participate in international meetings, seminars and conferences; to communicate
with foreigners in general; to enhance their career development; to appreciate movies, plays, talks, radio and television
programmes, and many more. English is taught as a compulsory subject from grade one to the bachelor's level in Nepal.

Curriculum Development Centre (CDC) has recently developed the National Curriculum Framework (NCF), 2019 to address
the changed socio-political condition of the country and the current needs of the learner. Following the structure of NCF, this
curriculum has been designed for basic level (Grades 1-3) education in Nepal, with a view to catering to the immediate needs of
children learning English and building a basic foundation for their further studies in and through English. Moreover, it aims at
developing a comprehensive communicative competence on the part of the learners. It also includes the language functions
which the students need for real life communication and further studies.

The major focus of this curriculum is on language skills viz., listening, speaking, reading and writing. By the end of Grade 3,
children will be able to use English effectively in a limited set of situations. This curriculum is based on the principle that
children learn English better when they get ample exposure to spoken and written English and sufficient opportunity to use it in
stress-free environment. Therefore, it expects the child-friendly learning facilitation process from the teachers. Furthermore,
various soft skills appropriate for this level have also been included in the curriculum.

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Assessment of students' learning is to be continuously carried out. It enables us to track the progress of the students and helps to determine the type of support needed to each
student. Continuous assessment is prescribed by the national curriculum framework for the students of lower grades. Assessment and teaching learning go together and a
teacher is required to assess all the time but keeping record of the everyday activities for each student is not possible. Thus, we suggest that each student is assessed on
completion of each theme and their progress is to be recorded in the form. It's no guarantee that students have achieved the learning outcomes once the theme is over; thus two
assessments are required: Regular Assessment (RA, that takes place just after the completion of the theme) and Assessment After Remedial Class (AARC, that takes place
after the remedial class). Both should be recorded in the designated box. In the box, the numbers from 1 to 4 should be written. Their meaning is interpreted as follows:

1: Student can't do the task and needs remedial class.

2: Student can partly do the task but still needs some remedial class.

3: Student can satisfactorily do the task.

4: Student can perfectly do the task.

Students must score at least 3 in each learning outcome to move ahead. The following section contains theme wise assessment forms for each grade where skill wise learning
outcomes are listed. The record forms should be kept in each student's file and the teacher needs to score in the same form each time the student is assessed. The date of
assessment also needs to be written. The sample tasks for assessing students' learning in each theme are also suggested. Some tasks are appropriate for individual assessment
whereas some are appropriate in pairs and some in whole group. The teachers should themselves decide which method is to be followed as per the requirement of the task. The
major ways of assessment are as follows:

a. Oral task

b. Written task, and

c. Observation

Award 1 to 4 in each learning outcome according to the following interpretation. One example has been given below.

Regarding the learning outcome 'identify words that have the same initial, medial or final sound' for Grade 1,

the student is able to identify the same initial, medial or final sound in all the words given: 4

the student is able to identify the same initial, medial or final sound with one/two errors in almost all the words given: 3
the student is able to identify the same initial, medial or final sound in half of the words given: 2

the student is almost unable to identify the same initial, medial or final sound in the words given: 1

The teacher plays the audio or reads himself/herself and the students listen to answer. The teacher gives 1/2 comprehension tasks.
The teacher asks the students to work in pairs. One of them will ask a question about the things s/he can do and cannot do and the other answers.
The teacher selects a reading text from the workbook and asks the students to read silently in order to do the comprehension questions.
The teacher picks up some words from the workbook and asks the students to find the meanings of those words from a dictionary.
The teacher asks the students to fill the blank spaces and make a story.
The teacher asks the students to write a very short message to their friends about a bird or an animal.
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
